The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine resolves:

1. To approve the Appeal of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine to the parliaments and
governments of foreign states, international organizations,

and international parliamentary assemblies concerning the condemnation of the
coordinated policy of the russian federation aimed at creating conditions of life

intolerable for the Ukrainian people, with the purpose of their physical destruction
(attached).

2. To instruct the Chairperson of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine to ensure the
immediate sending of the text of the Appeal to the governments and parliaments of
foreign states, international organizations and international parliamentary assemblies.

3. This Resolution shall enter into force on the day of its adoption.

APPEAL
of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine
to the parliaments and governments of foreign states, international organizations,
and international parliamentary assemblies concerning the condemnation of the
coordinated policy of the russian federation aimed at creating conditions of life intolerable
for the Ukrainian people, with the purpose of their physical destruction

On 24 February 2022, the russian federation launched a full-scale armed invasion of
Ukraine, marking a new stage in the russian federation’s war of aggression against Ukraine,
which has continued since 2014. For the fifth consecutive year, the aggressor state has
carried out continuous large-scale attacks against Ukraine, targeting the civilian population
and civilian infrastructure of our State.

Ukraine remains an active participant in international initiatives aimed at identifying
pathways for a peaceful settlement and bringing to an end the unprovoked and unlawful
armed aggression of the russian federation against our State, including efforts facilitated
through the mediation of the United States of America. Despite this, the aggressor state - the
russian federation - brazenly disregarding universally recognized principles and norms of
international law, continues to pursue a deliberate and centrally directed state policy aimed
at the destruction of the Ukrainian people and Ukrainian statehood.

The global scale of the russian federation’s criminal attacks against the civilian
population of Ukraine - both in temporarily occupied territories and far beyond the line of
active hostilities - demonstrates the underlying nature of this criminal policy. It extends
beyond attempts at the unlawful seizure of Ukrainian sovereign territory and reflects a
persistent intent to destroy Ukrainians as a distinct ethno-national group and to dismantle
our statehood.

Since the beginning of the armed aggression of the russian federation against
Ukraine in 2014, the aggressor state has pursued a systematic policy aimed at the
destruction of the Ukrainian people as the bearer of the right to self-determination and the
sole source of statehood on Ukrainian land, since the very existence of a distinct Ukrainian
nation undermines the foundations of the criminal Kremlin ideology of “rashism,” used to
justify the russian federation’s imperial ambitions toward our people and our land.

The United Nations Human Rights Monitoring Mission in Ukraine reported in early
January of this year that 2025 became the deadliest year for Ukrainian civilians since 2022.
Civilian casualties were 31 percent higher than in 2024 and 70 percent higher than in 2023.
As a result of russian attacks, the deaths of 2,514 civilians were confirmed, and 12,142
persons were injured. As of 1 February 2026, a total of 102,592 civilians had been affected,
including 37,657 killed, as a consequence of 259,037 attacks recorded since 24 February
2022.

Demonstratively disregarding the will of the international community regarding the
cessation of unlawful acts, as well as its grave violations of international obligations and the
fundamental principles of international humanitarian law, the authorities of the russian
federation continue to direct their primary efforts toward a deliberate, coordinated,
systematic, and large-scale attack on the civilian population of Ukraine through the
systematic commission of acts bearing the characteristics of war crimes, crimes against
humanity, and the crime of genocide.

The authorities of the russian federation, together with occupation administrations in
temporarily occupied territories and the command of the armed forces of the russian
federation, act within the framework of a coordinated, centrally directed state policy
implemented through mass and systematic violations of international human rights law and
international humanitarian law.

Believing in their impunity, the russian federation demonstratively employs unlawful
methods and means of warfare intended to create intolerable living conditions for
Ukrainians, aimed at their physical destruction.

Under centralized command, the armed forces of the russian federation
systematically employ tactics involving deliberate strikes against civilians and civilian



infrastructure. These attacks have transformed once-thriving Ukrainian cities into urban
wastelands that will long remain symbols of the brutality of this policy.

Since 24 February 2022, the russian federation has used against Ukraine more than
13,300 missiles of various types and more than 142,300 strike unmanned aerial vehicles. A
significant share of these aerial and missile attacks has been directed against civilians and
civilian infrastructure. In 2025, approximately 35 percent of civilian casualties were caused
by russian air strikes.

Against the backdrop of international diplomatic efforts aimed at achieving peace, in
2025 the russian federation tripled the number of air strikes against Ukraine’s energy
infrastructure compared to the previous year. As a result of russian occupation, destruction,
and damage caused by aerial attacks on energy facilities, the effective electricity generation
capacity of Ukraine fell to 20 percent of its pre-war level, creating a critical electricity deficit.
More than 50 percent of Ukraine’s hydroelectric power plants have been damaged, and over
40 percent destroyed, some of which are beyond restoration. Approximately 90 percent of
Ukraine’s thermal power plants have been destroyed by the russian federation. At the
beginning of this year, due to severe damage to energy infrastructure caused by russian air
strikes, around 80 percent of the territory of Ukraine experienced large-scale emergency
power outages amid extreme winter.

Since modern human life is fundamentally dependent on the use of electricity, the
destruction of critical infrastructure results in a severe disruption of access to basic services
necessary to ensure minimal conditions for everyday life, including warning systems for air-
raid alerts, electricity supply, heating, hot and cold water supply, sewage and sanitation
systems, healthcare, access to medicines, education, economic activity, public
transportation, and telecommunications. By actively employing long-range weapons to carry
out unprecedented large-scale attacks on energy infrastructure, the russian federation
seeks to deprive Ukrainians of these essential services, thereby placing the lives and health
of millions of people at risk.

Air strikes by the armed forces of the russian federation create a real threat of a
nuclear incident at Ukrainian nuclear power plants due to disruption of the stable electricity
supply required to maintain the operation of safety systems. The high risks of damage to
critical infrastructure that could trigger an emergency situation pose challenges to the
radiological safety of the entire European continent. In February 2025, a russian strike
unmanned aerial vehicle hit the protective shelter that safeguards the world from radiation
leakage from the destroyed fourth power unit of the Chernobyl Nuclear Power Plant,
damaging its structural integrity and causing significant long-term harm. During a large-scale
attack on the night of 7 February 2026, russian forces deliberately targeted, inter alia, energy
facilities upon which the operation of Ukrainian nuclear power plants depends, forcing them
to reduce output after russian missiles and unmanned aerial vehicles damaged electrical
substations and disabled transmission lines. This poses a threat not only to the security of
Ukraine but also to shared regional and European security.

In their attacks against Ukraine’s civilian infrastructure, the armed forces of the
russian federation employ a systematic practice of repeated, so-called “double-tap,” strikes
targeting rescuers of the State Emergency Service of Ukraine, firefighting units, emergency
response personnel, medical workers, police officers, and other individuals involved in
dealing with the aftermath of aerial attacks. In addition, they conduct deliberate precision
strikes against fire and rescue stations, medical facilities, and ambulances with the aim of
killing personnel and disabling rescue equipment and infrastructure.

The Security and Defence Forces of Ukraine remain the primary and sole factor
ensuring the protection of the civilian population of Ukraine. At the same time, given the
substantially greater resource potential of the aggressor state, Ukraine faces a constant
shortage of material means and personnel necessary for a more effective counteraction to
the genocidal plan of the russian federation. After twelve years of exhausting struggle
against the enemy, and in view of the coordinated state policy of the russian federation
aimed at the systematic and mass commission of war crimes, crimes against humanity, and



the crime of genocide, it is becoming increasingly evident that the international community
must substantially strengthen its support for Ukraine.

Emphasizing that Ukraine, with the support of the international community, is
exercising its inherent right to self-defence in accordance with Article 51 of the Charter of the
United Nations and, in response, delivers strikes exclusively against russian military objects
and targets,

condemning the flagrant violation by the russian federation of fundamental
instruments of international law, including the Charter of the United Nations; the UN
Declaration on Principles of International Law concerning Friendly Relations and
Cooperation among States in accordance with the Charter of the United Nations; the
Geneva Convention relative to the Protection of Civilian Persons in Time of War of 1949; the
Convention on the Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of Genocide of 1948; the Final
Act of the Conference on Security and Cooperation in Europe of 1975; the Paris Charter for a
New Europe of 1990; the Document of the Copenhagen Meeting of the Conference on the
Human Dimension of the CSCE of 1990; as well as a number of resolutions of the UN
General Assembly, in particular resolution 68/262 “Territorial Integrity of Ukraine,”
resolutions 71/205, 72/190, 73/263, 74/168, 75/192, 76/179, 77/229 “Situation of human
rights in the temporarily occupied Autonomous Republic of Crimea and the city of
Sevastopol, Ukraine,” resolutions 73/194, 74/17, 75/29, 76/70 “Problem of the militarization
of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and the city of Sevastopol, Ukraine, as well as parts
of the Black Sea and the Sea of Azov,” resolution ES-11/1 of 2 March 2022 “Aggression
against Ukraine,” resolution ES-11/2 of 24 March 2022 “Humanitarian consequences of the
aggression against Ukraine,” resolution ES-11/4 of 12 October 2022 “Territorial integrity of
Ukraine: defending the principles of the UN Charter,” resolution ES-11/5 of 14 November
2022 “Furtherance of remedy and reparation for aggression against Ukraine,” resolution ES-
11/6 of 23 February 2023 “Principles of the Charter of the United Nations underlying a
comprehensive, just and lasting peace in Ukraine,” resolutions 78/221, 79/184, 80/223
“Situation of human rights in the temporarily occupied territories of Ukraine, including the
Autonomous Republic of Crimea and the city of Sevastopol,” resolution 78/316 of 11 July
2024 “Safety and security of nuclear facilities of Ukraine, including the Zaporizhzhia Nuclear
Power Plant,” resolution ES-11/7 of 24 February 2025 “Advancing a comprehensive, just
and lasting peace in Ukraine,” resolution ES-11/9 of 3 December 2025 “Return of Ukrainian
children,” and resolution 80/111 of 10 December 2025 “Strengthening international
cooperation and coordination of efforts to study, mitigate and minimize the consequences of
the Chernobyl disaster,”

noting that the armed formations of the russian federation bear responsibility for the
horrific scale of violence against the civilian population of Ukraine, including war crimes and
crimes against humanity committed with the aim of destroying the political, economic, and
social foundations of the Ukrainian State, as well as acts of genocide carried out with the
intent to destroy Ukrainians as an ethno-national group,

firmly condemning the imposition by the russian federation of unlawful demands
aimed at forcing changes in the domestic and foreign policy of Ukraine in order to serve the
aggressive objectives of the russian federation,

expressing the conviction that the flagrant violation of universally recognized norms of
international law and fundamental international legal instruments constitutes an integral
component of the state policy of the russian federation aimed at undermining the
international legal order in pursuit of its revanchist objectives,

drawing attention to the Order of the International Court of Justice of 16 March 2022,
by which the russian federation was ordered to immediately suspend its military operations
in Ukraine,

condemning the russian federation’s blatant disregard for the lawful and well-founded
demands of international organizations to cease its unlawful armed aggression against
Ukraine, its arbitrary continuation of criminal military actions, and its demonstrative violation
of international law and its international obligations,



taking into account the norms of international humanitarian law, in particular the IV
Hague Convention respecting the Laws and Customs of War on Land and its Annex:
Regulations concerning the Laws and Customs of War on Land of 18 October 1907, the
Geneva Convention relative to the Protection of Civilian Persons in Time of War of 12 August
1949, and the Protocol Additional to the Geneva Conventions of 12 August 1949 relating to
the Protection of Victims of International Armed Conflicts (Protocol I) of 8 June 1977,

firmly condemning the organized, systematic, and large-scale violation of the laws
and customs of war that cannot be justified by the pursuit of military advantage, including
deliberate - inter alia, by means of precision-guided missiles — and indiscriminate shelling
directed at civilian objects and infrastructure resulting in numerous civilian casualties; the
carrying out of targeted attacks, wilful killings, rape, enforced disappearances, torture,
inhuman treatment, the intentional infliction of severe suffering and serious bodily injury and
harm to health, and the unlawful detention and confinement of Ukrainian civilians; the
commission of extrajudicial executions against civilians and Ukrainian military personnel;
the unlawful deportation of citizens of Ukraine and their subsequent detention within the
territory of the russian federation; the destruction of critical civilian infrastructure necessary
for the functioning of populated areas, including the supply of drinking water, heat, electricity,
gas, and fuel; the destruction of food storage facilities; the demolition of residential buildings,
hospitals, schools, and administrative premises; the destruction of business enterprises
creating environmental hazards for the civilian population; as well as the unlawful and large-
scale destruction and appropriation of property not justified by military necessity,

welcoming the issuance by the International Criminal Court of arrest warrants for
vladimir putin and maria Ivova-belova in connection with criminal acts involving the unlawful
deportation of ukrainian children to the russian federation, as well as for former russian
minister of defence sergei shoigu, chief of the general staff valery gerasimov, commander of
long-range aviation sergey kobylyash, and commander of the Black Sea fleet viktor sokolov
for criminal strikes against objects of Ukraine’s energy infrastructure,

noting that the armed formations of the russian federation systematically and in an
organized manner employ brutal violence, intimidation, and coercion against the civilian
population under russian occupation, which has resulted in the establishment of full control
by russian security agencies over the political process, the destruction of democratic
institutions and mechanisms, the severe restriction of the political rights and freedoms of
Ukrainian citizens, the removal and replacement of legitimate authorities, and coercion into
participation in fictitious activities designed to politically legitimize the criminal actions of the
russian federation,

consistently condemning the criminal acts of political terror committed by the russian
federation against the population of the temporarily occupied territories of Ukraine through
the establishment of quasi-political regimes in those territories to conceal the fact of their
criminal occupation by the russian federation, and likewise condemning all attempts by the
russian authorities to justify such political terror through manipulative distortion and abuse of
norms of international law,

firmly condemning the ongoing occupation of the Zaporizhzhia Nuclear Power Plant
by the armed formations of the russian federation, as well as the intimidation of the Ukrainian
population through missile strikes whose flight paths passed in dangerous proximity over the
Zaporizhzhia, Khmelnytskyi, and South Ukraine nuclear power plants, and through strikes
against the protective shelter of the Chornobyl Nuclear Power Plant,

expressing a firm conviction that by its acts of terror and genocide the russian
federation deliberately deepens the humanitarian crisis in Ukraine not only with the aim of
exhausting the resistance of the Ukrainian people but also of spreading destabilization
throughout Europe,

expressing sincere gratitude to foreign states and international organizations that
provide security, material, financial, and humanitarian assistance to Ukraine,

recognizing the importance of uniting the efforts of the international community in
order to decisively counter the armed aggression of the russian federation against Ukraine
and to bring an end to the genocide of Ukrainians,



the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, on behalf of the Ukrainian people, calls upon the
international community to:

- unite efforts to restore damaged energy facilities in order to stabilize energy grids
and ensure the uninterrupted functioning of centralized heating and water supply systems;

- facilitate the provision of safe living conditions, access to medical and educational
services, and the creation of jobs in Ukraine, and to direct humanitarian assistance toward
the protection of civilians and civilian infrastructure in Ukraine;

- to strengthen economic, political, and diplomatic pressure on the russian federation,
the republic of belarus, and other states supporting russian aggression against Ukraine, with
the aim of deepening the economic isolation of the aggressor state, countering sanctions
circumvention, including through the application of secondary sanctions;

- to condemn the actions of the Islamic Republic of Iran and the Democratic People's
Republic of Korea related to the supply of weapons to the russian federation, which are used
for attacks against civilians and the destruction of Ukraine’s infrastructure, as well as the
participation of military formations of the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea in the
armed aggression of the russian federation against Ukraine;

- to support efforts aimed at providing Ukraine with reliable, legally binding security
guarantees that should serve as an effective instrument to prevent the recurrence of
aggression against our State and to restore peace on the European continent;

- to take steps to strengthen Ukraine’s defence capability by providing military
assistance, air defence systems, and long-range weapons; by establishing joint enterprises
and attracting investment into the Ukrainian defence-industrial complex, including through
the use of frozen russian assets for these purposes, first and foremost to protect the civilian
population and critical infrastructure from barbaric missile and aerial bombardments and
attacks by strike unmanned aerial vehicles carried out almost daily by the army of the
aggressor state, as well as to deter the expansionist intentions of the russian federation and
to facilitate the gradual de-occupation of the entire territory of Ukraine temporarily occupied
by the aggressor state since 2014;

- to compel the russian federation to agree to the implementation of a full and
unconditional ceasefire as the first step toward a genuine peace process aimed at restoring
a comprehensive, just, and lasting peace based on respect for international law, including
respect for the territorial integrity of Ukraine within its internationally recognized state
borders, including its territorial waters;

- to demand that the russian federation release all citizens of Ukraine, including
prisoners of war, interned persons, civilians, forcibly displaced and deported persons,
including children;

- to join the Special Tribunal on the Crime of Aggression against Ukraine, as an
important mechanism for restoring justice for our State, and to support its effective
functioning through broader international participation;

- to facilitate the investigation of the crime of aggression and war crimes committed by
the russian federation through the application of the principle of universal jurisdiction in
accordance with the national legislation of each state;

- to promote the monitoring and documentation of russian crimes by international and
Ukrainian organizations and human-rights groups;

-to ensure compensation for all damage caused to Ukraine by russian armed
aggression through the use of confiscated and frozen assets of the russian federation;

- to prohibit entry into the territories of the states of the free world for citizens of the
russian federation who participated in the armed aggression of the russian federation
against Ukraine;

- to adopt, during the Cypriot Presidency of the Council of the European Union, a
decision on opening Cluster 1 “Fundamentals” as a necessary precondition for the opening
of all other negotiating clusters in the accession negotiations of Ukraine with the European
Union;



- to keep on the agenda the issue of Ukraine’s accession to the North Atlantic Treaty
Organization, which would contribute to strengthening security and stability on the European
continent.
